TRAFFIC COMMITTEE: Need more communication between Board and neighborhood. Perhaps host a traffic forum for Wieuca Road issues. Lt. Cotter stated that the Atlanta police could not use electronic enforcement on Wieuca because of the low speed limit and a state prohibition. He confirmed that they could and would vigorously enforce speed limits if allowed to do so. It appears that increasing the speed limit to 30mph and getting state blessing is required to accomplish this. See “Old Business”, below.

OLD BUSINESS: Most of the meeting was devoted to a discussion of the new Wieuca Road school. Board and neighbors exchanged views. Neighbors generally felt they had not been consulted and that Board was not adequately representing their views. Shook left us with the impression that no one was “riding point” in City government or at the School Board with regard to traffic concerns and student safety with the scheduled opening of the school only a few months away. No life safety plan is in place for the new school. Shook claims he is not taking the lead. We need to keep the pressure on.

Little of the normal business of the Board was conducted because of the school discussion with Lt. Cotter, Shook, and the neighbors.
