BUCKHEAD COUNCIL OF NEIGHBORHOODS: Mayoral forum attended by approx. 500.
BYLAWS & TAXES: 

CRIME:  Trend essentially steady, neither increase nor decrease
GREENSPACE AND ENVIRONMENT: Positive “safety valve” aspect of flood planes cited. Flood zone maps remain inaccurate as evidenced by recent flooding.
LAND USE AND ZONING: Restaurant opposed subject to developing improved/safer parking, recommended approval for pool on Loridans. Committee voted to send letter to mayoral candidates asking their position on citizen participation and NPU Process.
MEMBERSHIP: Approximately ¾ single family and approx. ¼ condos.
NEWSLETTER: Scheduled to be at printers Oct. 5.
NEW NEIGHBOR WELCOMING: 33 new packages delivered since last report
NPU-B  NEIGHBORHOOD REPRESENTATIVE: Reported that 80% of fire department activity was paramedic in nature rather than actual fires. “Attic” bandits caught. Watershed contact is Regina Garland, 770-809-4387. NPU-B elections are due but no date has been announced.
