SECRETARY’S REPORT: Minutes of 12-7-09 meeting not yet available.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Checking $10,262. Savings $96.69, CD $11,004: Total $21,363 with an additional $7,997 in checks for Treasurer. A summary of Expenses vs. Revenue for the years 2004-2009 was presented. Expenses exceeded revenue for 2009 in the amount of $5,657 although there was a surplus in all other years except 2007. Newsletter and Park Maintenance accounts show a consistent deficit. 2009 showed the least revenue from Christmas Tree sales for the 2004-2009 period with slow sales contributing a net of $1,938.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

BATMA: Peachtree Blvd. Phase 2 work to being in March 2010 and expected to last two years.
BEAUTIFICATION / PARK:.

BYLAWS & TAXES: Bylaws vote(s) taken last month are VOID. Possible changes will be presented at the March 2010 annual meeting of the association.
CRIME:  Residential crimes have had a flat trend line 2007-2010 while total crimes show a slightly upward trend line for the same period. It is acknowledged that crime within the NBCA area is much less of an issue than many other parts of the City, however that should in no way result in allowing attitudes that improvement is not needed. GREENSPACE AND ENVIRONMENT: Fees for Blue Heron Pavilion have been paid and construction is expected to begin soon.
LAND USE AND ZONING: The number of applications has been down. A variance for a gate in the front yard set back was processed on Wieuca Road and a setback reduction for a pool on Camden Park was also heard.
MEMBERSHIP: Membership has been relatively constant since 2007. It is too early to know if the recent dues increase will have any impact.
NEWSLETTER: 

NEW NEIGHBOR WELCOMING: 9 bags delivered since last report.
NPU-B  NEIGHBORHOOD REPRESENTATIVE: Activity has been slow
PLAYGROUND: 

SIDEWALKS: The City, after the fact, discovered that it does not own sufficient right-of-way between the School and Mt. Way to construct the new sidewalk. A convoluted process for obtaining the necessary right-of-way is anticipated which could result in a year delay before completion of the new sidewalk on the east side of Wieuca. Work originally scheduled to be complete in late December of 2009 may not be complete until February 2011, The City appears to have no alternate plan to address student safety during that time period. Signals at Whittington and Old Ivy are a long lead-time item projected for early Spring…don’t hold your breath.
SOCIAL COMMITTEE: Cesar Mitchell pending as speaker for the Annual Meeting.

SUSTAINABILITY AND RECYCLING: See Greenspace, above.
TRAFFIC COMMITTEE: Bugs are getting worked out with regard to circulation relative to the new school with all going relatively smooth so far. Smart sign appears to be having the intended positive result.
